EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

Staff developed a Request for Qualifications for professional services as it relates to Freedom Park
Master Plan. Additionally, staff has held two public hearings on October 12 and November 9 as well as
two online surveys to solicit feedback from the public. During this time, the RFQ was posted for
proposals. Results are enclosed. Many elements are smaller amenities staff will account for in the plan.

The Parks & Recreation Board, Mark Gongora, Parks & Recreation Board Liaison, ABLC, Chris Whittaker,
Megan Mainer, and Geri Gonzales will serve as the evaluating committee. RFQ submissions were sent to
the committee on November 10 and evaluations were due electronically by end of day November 16,
2020. Seven evaluators responded and the results are enclosed.

Staff invited the top three firms, Clark Condon, Burditt, and Kimley-Horn, for an interview on December
14, 2020 at a Special Joint meeting with the Parks & Recreation Board, ABLC and staff. We asked that

each firm prepare a PowerPoint illustrating similar projects in the local area, Freedom Park project
constraints and possible solutions, and the firm’s/team’s qualifications and experience that make them
a great fit for this project. Presentations are to be no more than 15 minutes with about 10 minutes for
guestions. The interview schedule will be as follows:

Clark Condon 5:30pm —5:55pm
Burditt 6:00pm — 6:25pm
Kimley —Horn 6:30pm — 6:55pm

Firms were informed that a vital part of the Freedom Park Master Plan is that the existing water feature
on the northern 42 acres of land within Freedom Park be expanded. The City is required to provide
minimally 17 cubic acres of fill dirt for a neighboring development, but we would like to retain as many
trees as possible since this is a heavily wooded area. Based on the survey feedback, this expansion may
need to be developed as an amenity. Also, we want to ensure this plan is serving the greatest number
of residents as possible while also offering amenities that are new to the Angleton park system.

RECCOMENDATION:
Staff recommends ABLC and the Parks and Recreation Board select a firm for Freedom Park Master
Plan development.

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Memorial Park Sports Complex Phase | is the initial implantation
of new recreation fields as part of the 2015 Memorial Park Master
Plan. Encompassing over 21 acres, the sports complex is home to
a collegiate level baseball and softball field, a multipurpose field
suitable for soccer and sanctioned rugby matches as well as sand
volleyball courts and supporting parking. For enhanced playing
and safety, all of the fields at the complex are lit. To create the
contiguous area required to support the design, a portion of East
Memorial Loop was removed and one way traffic was converted
to two way traffic to maintain vehicular circulation throughout
the park.

A new 147 acre master-planned urban park for the City of
Bryan was completed in 2018. The Bryan Regional Park
represents its newest planned outdoor public space for the
Brazos Valley. Working together with City staff and the
community, Burditt facilitated multiple town-hall meetings,
public engagement sessions, and programming meetings
to set the vision and design. The open play and nature-
oriented park will be centered as the connecting core between
Downtown Bryan and Bryan Midtown.

Phase A of the master plan balances economic development
and community goals with a multi-use park with areas for
family recreation, a sports & events center, an outdoor
ampbhitheater & grand lawn, renovation of Travis Park, and
Lake expansion. The project is planned to facilitate a diversity
of patron needs and serve as a regional destination for sports
tourism.

The feasibility study included public engagement,
programming, preliminary engineering, surveying, hazard
tree assessment, concept designs, a cost recovery model,
town hall presentations, cost estimates, traffic impact analysis,
and rendered visualization of proposed uses and activities.
Burditt Consultants worked closely with City Staff, Elected
Officials, and Citizens to organize a suitable master plan for
regional patrons and local community members. As part
of the Phase A, the Sport & Events Center is programmed
to accommodate multiple venues, including Basketball
Tournaments and E-Gaming Events. The facility is planned
to facilitate spectator seating for over 3,000 attendees.

Essential to Phase A of the master plan is the expanded lake
and associated preservation of riparian tributaries.  The
expanded lake will provide clean water access for visitors to
enjoy water play as well as serve as part of the City’s storm
water management system. Restored natural areas, along
the creeks and loke edges, are intended to foster outdoor
play, family recreation, and water access.

A 2.5 mile loop around the park with interconnected trails
facilitates access to the area and potential trail connectors

for a future integrated community trail system. 26

The Burditt Consultants team has been working closely
with City of Bryan staff on the full reconstruction of their
existing Travis Park Little League fields. The City staff has
a grand vision for the beautification and improved year-
round usability of the fields.

The park has currently had three 200" fields and small
outdated concession and restroom, with little shade and
gathering space. The proposed plan will incorporate
the reconstruction the three existing fields by expanding
them to 225’ for better age range opportunities, artificial
turf throughout all fields for year-round playability, and
a monolithic shade structure that covers a large area of
spectators. Two additional 200" artificial turf fields and
parking lot will be constructed across the existing site to
accommodate the growing Little League Baseball interest.

A large air-conditioned concession and restroom creates an
open gathering area for visitors spending long days during
tournament season, with safe play areas for siblings. The
grounds allow for ample space to sit and watch the games
from several viewpoints.

Other proposed amenities include a large covered 6 lane
batting cage area with storage, upgraded ball-field lighting
and overall site lighting.

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The City of Bastrop contracted Burditt Land |Place to plan a
culture walk as an extension of an existing sports park. The
Culture walk is an outdoor trail at the north end of the park
that will highlight the history and ecology of Bastrop County
and Central Texas using art and design.

The preliminary master plan for the project shows a Nature
Center, wildflower meadow, amphitheater, graffiti wall,
interactive sculptures and parking. Renovated multi-use
fields (6) are also included in the field program buildout.

An existing concrete walkway that lines the north end of the
park, will be the main circulation throughout the walk.

A DAY IN ANGLETON'’S FREEDOM PARK

Angleton’s Freedom Park is a testament to the leadership of
the City Administration, Elected Officials, the Angleton Better
Living Corporation, the Parks & Recreation Department, and
Citizens. With 2020 marking its tenth year since the park was
dedicated, the community has grown and so have the needs
of families who enjoy the passive open spaces and facilities
of the Parks System.

While the park is large, it still has the feel of being tucked into
the Sonora neighborhood, Angleton Jr. High, and Rancho
Isabella Elementary School.

Not far away, and an easy walk, is Angleton High School
and its myriad of outdoor athletic facilities. There are
distinctions between the AISD property boundaries and the
park itself; however, one would hope that a part of the future
connectivity opportunities would be to create a shared use of
the open spaces and drainage devices that join them. Cities,
counties and ISD’s tend to be the largest governmental or
organizational entities in any community and they often find
themselves divided over the use of facilities. Throughout the
planning and public engagement process, we hope to meet
with the school district and parks department to look for
ways and means to overcome the barriers and encourage
enhanced shared usage.

The park is well maintained, and while there was limited
activity during both our inspections (school attendance was
taking place), the current pandemic conditions have certainly
contributed to limitations on the use of facilities, playground
structures, and picnic shelters, etc. That said, there were
still users walking dogs, jogging the very nice decomposed
granite trails, and riding bicycles back and forth through the
parking lot.

The covered Rotary Club play structure was clean as a whistle
and the grounds were absent of trash or debris. Kudos to
maintenance staff for their efforts.

The adjoining drainage channel was well maintained by that
entity and the low water flow actually made it fairly easy to
crossover into the northern wooded portion of the future park.
Discussions with that district may provide means to create a
low water crossing that allows for access to new facilities on
the north parcel or a pedestrian/gator or maintenance four-
wheeler opportunity such as the bridges we planned and
installed at Mont Belvieu’s City Park.
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The baseball/softball complex is a great feature for the
community and easily accessed from the southern parking
lot. The complex is well-designed with good visibility for
all. Use of small scorer’s tables instead of press boxes is
an excellent use of space. The concrete gathering and
seating areas are utilitarian and prevent soggy conditions
for spectators during games. We have suggestions, and the
department staff probably does as well; however, those can
be discussed together in a constructive conversation about
future improvements. Finally, the entire facility is supported
by the pavilion, restrooms, and very nice batting cages.
Loading and unloading from games can be through the
west or east entrances of the park. There is potential for an
additional field; however, the open space allowed on site
is great for the users who simply want to fly a kite, play a
pickup game of football, or soccer. Programming, public
input, and user group input will give us the information
necessary to plan for future sports fields and whether those
are sodded or turf synthetic fields. Whether future fields are
to accommodate the community and general area or as an
economic development catalyst will depend on the City and
ABLC's design intent for new facilities.

PROJECT APPROACH D

The new toll road will begin to create opportunities for
development similar to that of Manvel and Pearland just up
the road from Angleton. This will bring increased population
and pressure of city systems; yet, also, opportunities for
economic growth. State Farm Road 523 will continue to
develop as will housing starts in and around the high school.
It could be that new multi-use fields, soccer, junior football,
and baseball/softball are the ticket for creating a destination
facility. The key is ensuring that the community still has
adequate use while tournament play is monetized.

The north parcel is undeveloped and extremely low in places.
The existing lake structure to the east is a great opportunity
for kayaking, picnicking, fishing, or just taking pictures on a
pier. It is joined by several low “flats” of Chinese tallow that
tend to be moist to wet much of the year. There are also a
variety of oaks, juniper, sugarberry and gum trees on site.
Access to the property must come from FM 523, N. Valderas
St. (if an easement can be negotiated from the trust land west
of the parcel), or from an easement off Campus Dr. Perhaps
there is a route that can bisect the park just east of the north/
south drainage canal on the west side of Freedom Park. In
all cases, our Civil Engineering partners MBCO will provide
assistance in designing access options along with providing
grading plans and improvements of infrastructure.

New trees have been planted throughout; however, we do
recommend some maintenance attention to these trees to
ensure that the effort put into planting does not become lost on
string trimmers or lack of water. Also, given the soils present,
we will recommend additional tree species selections that
are as bullet-tough as necessary to survive in a harsh public
park environment! The Live Oaks located along the walking
trail are spectacular and certainly long lived (living centuries
along the Texas Coast). Other species can have extensive
lifespans as well and we will want to create a mixture of
future planting recommendations within the master plan. All
in all, we've had enjoyable visits to Freedom Park and can't
wait to work together on future planning efforts!

The 60-acre Bedford Boys Ranch Park is the largest community park in the City of Bedford. The park
serves the community by providing access to a pond, trails, playgrounds, sports fields, a senior center,
an arts building, a family aquatic center, and a multi-generational recreation center. The master plan for
this project consisted of redesigning the existing park facilities which included internal park roadways,
permitting improvements to the pond with the USACE, expanding parking areas, and providing
additional amenities and activities for the residents of Bedford.

In an effort to gain consensus from the community, we worked with the City on providing public
involvement during the master planning process; this included multiple public meetings and a ranking
of desired park amenities. By the end of the project, we had prepared a master plan for the park that
included park improvements which were to be developed in multiple phases, over the next 10-15 years.

After providing master plan services on
the second site, the City wanted to evaluate a third; Kimley-Horn provided an additional conceptual
master plan for this site, hopeful that the selected programming would be an appropriate fit.

Although the City continues to look for a property that is suitable for this effort, this exercise in
teamwork and design provided the City with the confidence to retain the Kimley-Horn team to
implement the appropriate master plan once the right site is found.

In 2012, Kimley-Horn began working with the City of Wichita Falls, TX on extensions to complete

their city-wide trail system. The segments included portions of the Holiday Lake Trail and Circle Trail
resulting in over 10 miles of continuous trail. The trails were completed utilizing City and TxDOT funding
over the course of five years. All bids were awarded within available funding.

In 2018, Kimley-Horn met with the City to discuss capabilities and interest in upcoming projects.
Following this meeting, we were selected to take over the multi-phased Lake Wichita Revitalization
project from a local design firm, who had previously completed preliminary conceptual design. We held
public meetings with City staff and the Lake Wichita Revitalization Committee to discuss needs and
desires for the park and to address funding and design elements to include in the project. Kimley-Horn
provided an updated conceptual design, USACE permitting coordination, final construction documents,
as well as construction phase services for the initial construction phase.

Funding for the project came from City Capital Improvement Project (CIP) funding, additional bond
funding, Texas Parks & Wildlife Grants, and private donations. Kimley-Horn then prepared construction
documents and met with the USACE regarding permitting for the proposed improvements.

In addition to the Lake Wichita Revitalization project, the City also hired Kimley-Horn to prepare
construction documents for a TxDOT-funded trail segment to connect Lake Wichita Park to the
existing off-street trail along Lake Shore Drive. This included approximately 1 mile of trail, with 3 bridge
crossings and additional culvert crossings.

The City of Pearland looked to Kimley-Horn’s sports field design expertise
when they were ready to expand their existing ballfield complex. The
expansion included a synthetic turf multi-purpose field, a Miracle League
facility, +/-4,400 SF restroom/concessions building, 250 space parking lot,
future accessible playground, lighting, utilities, landscape and irrigation.
Kimley-Horn designed the multi-purpose field in such a way that it was able
to accommodate 1 cricket field, 2 rugby fields, or 2 soccer fields; this was
accomplished by creating a hierarchy of striping (permanent versus tick
marks for temporary striping), and selecting an appropriate turf height that
would be conducive for each game play.

Understanding

of Project

Kimley-Horn understands that the City is
seeking qualified Landscape Architecture
consultants to provide comprehensive
design and planning services to update the
master plan for Freedom Park.

Angleton is a dynamic and highly desirable
place to live, which lends itself to growth

in both new residential developments, but
also in park and recreational amenities. It
is our understanding the previous Freedom
Park master plan created in 2003 included
many desirable amenities for the parks
future phasing.

As part of our natural design process, we will look at potential constraints to help guide the master
planning process towards an implementable path. Kimley-Horn will use our multidisciplinary team of
landscape architects, park planners, engineers, sports field and environmental experts to create a
master plan for Freedom Park that not only reflects the community’s desires, but can be realistically
constructed and funded in the future.

Some of the site constraints we perceive at this time include:

It is our understanding the City has limited funding to construct the full
master plan in one phase.

Kimley-Horn will work to understand the desired phasing and needs of the community to create a
master plan that can be implemented in phases as funding becomes available. For example, Phase |
may include the pond and associated northern tract improvements.

Through meetings with Staff, Stakeholders, and taking the community engagement process into
consideration, we will listen and learn about what is most important and priorities for the City. We will
focus on developing Phases of the project that deliver on those needs, and create a logical sequence
of development from a construction standpoint.

Kimley-Horn is familiar with the construction bidding market through our success in implementing park
projects into construction. We will use this information to develop an Opinion of Probable Construction
Costs (OPCC) which will align with the proposed improvements and Phasing, so that the City will have
a strategic plan to implement these improvements through future budgets and bonds.

The future construction of new park improvements on an active park site
can pose safety and constructability challenges.

Kimley-Horn understands that expanding park amenities within an existing park is both a science and an
art, such that balancing the practicalities of construction, safety of active park users, and the desire to
keep the existing investment in park amenities intact is crucial to success. As landscape architects, we are
familiar with designing for pedestrian oriented environments, and are fluent in translating master plans into
construction. Together, we can use this expertise to inform the Phasing and to develop new amenities for
the park that don’t compromise the investment and use of existing amenities.
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The pond located on the northern park tract will
be expanded significantly to account for detention needs of the
adjacent residential tract.

It will be key to understand the pond requirements from an engineering
perspective in order to plan and design for an appropriately sized pond. Kimley-
Horn’s multidisciplinary team of civil engineers are familiar with pond and drainage
design criteria. Among other things, we will seek to understand the following:

1. Is the pond size proposed accounting for detention volume only, or will it
needs to be enlarged or deepened so that it can be used as a constant
water level amenity?

2. Will the pond need to maintain constant water level? If so, is there a
supplemental water source on the north tract that we should account for
in the cost estimates?

3. If the pond will be used as an amenity, is the depth appropriate for fishing
or passive water sports?

4. How can we incorporate aeration? This would help to ensure that the
pond does not become a maintenance issue over time.

These are the types of discussions that we will use to create the master plan
and the design of the pond and its associated grading.

Additionally, it is our understanding the existing pond is not fed by a defined
watercourse, which would be considered Waters of the U.S. and fall under Army
Corps of Engineers (USACE) purview. If a need does arise on the project from
an environmental engineering perspective, Kimley-Horn has staff familiar with
this process and can help guide the design towards the path of least resistance.

Water and sanitary sewer connections appear
limited on the north park tract.

1. Water: Based on a brief examination of the park’s current layout, it
appears that water service could be pulled from the water plant located
on the northeast corner of the southern park tract. In order to get water
to the north park tract, a water line would need to cross the Rancho Ditch
channel via an underground bore or an above ground aerial crossing that
could also serve as a vehicular crossing if installed with proper insulation/
protection. However, if a well site is available, water service can be pulled
from that in lieu of a long run of pipes.

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2. Sanitary sewer: Sanitary sewer service appear to be located on the| !tem 1.

side of the site flowing southeast on E County Road 341. With limited
depth for gravity flow, we would likely need to bore under the channel
and provide a lift station to provide sanitary to the north park tract.

Both services require cost considerations; if there is limited funding for utility
work, the south park tract would be a better option for restroom/concession
facilities that require these services.

Currently, the north and south park tracts are
separated by the Rancho Ditch channel, thus no circulation
access from point to point.

Vehicular road crossings and/or pedestrian bridge crossings can be
proposed to span the channel. If the City determines that this Constraint

be performed during Phase |, it will be pertinent to provide a crossing that
creates “no rise” in the channel flow elevation; Kimley-Horn’s drainage
engineers can determine this by conducting a hydraulic flow analysis prior to
the City developing construction documents.

Additional facilities will also require additional
parking and improved circulation of the park site between tracts.

During events and tournaments, parking can become limited; It will

be important to evaluate the parking needs of these events, as well as
circulation across the site. Safety and ease of circulation is important in
a park setting. Kimley-Horn park planners and traffic engineers can work
together to develop adequate parking and flow of traffic for both vehicles
and users that creates the safest environment possible for both.

Additionally, a crossing can be added to span the Rancho Ditch channel to
improve circulation from the north and south park tracts.

Furthermore, as the park continues to expand, additional access points to
the site will be essential as the City of Angleton continues to thrive. Kimley-
Horn understands TxDOT’s requirements for driveway spacing and upon
initial research of the Highway 35 Bypass, we can design up to two entries
along this frontage to the north tract. Additionally, N. Downing Street has a
dedicated right-of-way along the northeast side of the south park tract for
yet an additional entry point, as necessary.
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While the park seeks to add sport facilities, parks
are more than just fields — they are places for athletes, families,
and passive users all to enjoy simultaneously.

Kimley-Horn looks at the full game day experience when designing sport
fields. We understand that the game day experience is defined just as
proportionally by its ancillary spaces. For example:

» Where do players warm up and muster?

» How do families experience the day - are there playgrounds, shade,
trails, and concessions?
